JESUS AND PRESENT TRUTH

Reading the Gospels with an eye looking for direct or more often indirect evidences or proofs from Jesus’ words demonstrating Present Truths.
Having a knowledge of Present Truth, like 3-D glasses, allows us to see a depth in scripture that cannot be seen and appreciated otherwise.

1. Luke 16:22 – 24. The use of hades in context with torments and flame. Only here, note that Jesus did not use Ghenna. Ezk. 37 and Roms 11. 

PT = The nation of Israel would be resurrected or restored.
2. Luke 14:25 – 32. Why “count the cost” or “sitteth not down first and consulteth…”, is there is only this life in which to gain salvation? 
PT =  No eternal torment, there are two Salvations.

3. Luke 19: 12 – 19. “Ten cities” and “Five cities”, this would not make any sense if there was no earthly phase to the Kingdom
PT = There is an earthly phase to the Kingdom, the faithful Little Flock will rule.
4.  Matt. 6:10 “Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.”

PT = Two phases to the Kingdom of God, heavenly, spiritual and earthly.

5. Matt. 11:20 – 24. More tolerable for heathen people? How so unless Two Salvations? Future probation. Note, brought down to Hades, people of Capernaum will be restored in the future. Note, Sodomites brought back, they did not suffer eternal destruction.

PT = Future probation, two salvations.

6. Matt. 26:24. Better not to have been born, means 2nd. Death, oblivion. 
PT = No Universal Salvation, some will be destroyed.

7. John 8:56 – 58. “I am”, no cessation of being when the Logos’s life principle was miraculously was transferred from a spirit being to a human embryo.  Rpt. 2555: “the life power of the spirit being the logos, became the life power of the human being.” (See E – 90). 
PT = Jesus pre-human existence, but not immortal.
 (Side note on verse 56, Jesus as the Logos, as one of the three spirit beings that visited Abraham just before the destruction o Sodom and Gommorah, might have asked or talked to Abraham about the Kingdom (Heb. 11: 17 – 19).
8. Matt.15:39, 16:5 – 12. (Connect the two feedings Mt. 14:13-21 and Mt. 15:29-38).
PT = Jesus feed his followers spiritual food, yet, the goal is to develop 144,000, a little Flock. 
PT = That he would be present in two harvests periods to feed his Flock, 1st. and 2nd. Advents. That his 2nd. Advent would be like the first, a period of time and undetected by the vast majority.

9. Matt. 9:14 and 15. Fasting and eating.

PT = When Jesus is present, he feeds spiritual food to his future Bride. 

PT = There would be a famine for spiritual food during his absence.

PT = Upon Jesus return, the Bridegroom’s return, then he would once again feed his future Bride, (connect Mt. 24 and Rev. 3:20).

10. Matt. 22:2, 3, 8, 9 – 14. God desires a bride for His Son. Israel was first invited in accordance to God’s promise to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. As the majority refused, the way was opened to the Gentiles. When filled with guests, the King comes in, a test of wearing the wedding garment follows.
PT = A specific number (144,000), for Jesus’ marriage was foreordained.

PT = After that number of potential participants would be reached, a test would be applied, some would fail, fall away, and this implies that they would need to be replaced.

PT = The test is applied when the King enters. End of General Call (1878), King (Jesus), upon his return applies this testing. Replacement members since 1878 until all the guest seats are filled successfully.

11. Luke 13:1-5.  

PT = God is not directly working in the lives of individuals in the world. He has left mankind, more or less, on their own due to original sin by father Adam. 

PT = By repenting (and by implication), and consecrating, nothing happens to us by chance! 

12. John 9:1-3. 
PT = Again, original sin, inherited sin. Mankind left to their own devices.

PT = Helps to explain Permission of evil.

PT = Demonstrates no existence before birth for mankind!

Close possibility:

The foregoing PT understandings are CONFIRMATIONS that indeed we have the Truth.
